Social Scores & Initial Cards for Handicap

Under Covid-19 Restrictions

As previously announced golf will recommence on 29th March 2021, the course will be a full measured course off ‘proper' tee boxes.

From this date Social Scorecards to add to your handicap record & Scorecards for Initial Handicap awards can be done.

A) How to submit a Social Card

You must ‘register’ verbally with the Golf Lodge that you intend to submit a Social Score card – if you fail to do this, your card will be disallowed by the Handicap Committee.

Each player submitting a Social Scorecard must keep their own paper scorecard & mark it themselves. Once the round is completed you must get verbal verification of your score from your playing partner, who must be a member with a Handicap. You must enter the NAME OF YOUR SCORE VERIFIER on the scorecard in the markers’ box & sign your name in the players box. You should then email a photo of your scorecard that evening to:

B) How to submit Scorecards for Initial Handicap Award

Each player submitting cards for an initial handicap award (you need to do 3 in total) must keep their own paper scorecard & mark it themselves. Once the round is completed you must get verbal verification of your score from your playing partner, who must be a member with a Handicap. You must enter the NAME OF YOUR SCORE VERIFIER on the scorecard in the markers’ box & sign your name in the players box. You should then email a photo of your scorecard that evening to:
